FROM THE PASTOR’S HEART 

Today our missionary guest is Kristi Teel Martinez. Kristi is a full-time missionary to 
the Dominican Republic. She has many fascinating stories of the DR culture and of 
ministry opportunities she has been engaged in, including reaching out to the many 
Hattian refugees who have crossed the border into the DR. Four years ago she came to 
Casa View as a single missionary. Now she returns with a husband and a child.  
 

NEXT SUNDAY we continue with our new theme for 2026 “Chasing After God – Pur-
suing His Presence.”  Jeremiah 29:11-14 (NKJV) “For I know the thoughts that I 
think toward you, says the Lord, thoughts of peace and not of evil, to give you a future 
and a hope.
